                     IMAGE MEETING NOTES – 12th October 2009

Gresford shops focus group – having agreed the way forward is to organise a meeting of interested parties the following members volunteered to help.

Wrexham in Bloom/Tidy Towns There is spare funding from the 2009-2010 grant for possible winter and spring planting and the group agreed last month will look at purchasing and planting some plants. Watering remains an issue and we will make efforts to deal with this. The planting at the Cross Trees had looked good in the summer and early autumn but the tree itself was either dying or dead.

The idea of a community Christmas tree was mentioned and Co Blackmore to liaise with Streetscene on this issue.
Garden Competition- The secretary confirmed he had written to this years entrants to express our regret and to see if there were any ideas as to how a 2010 competition could be improved. It was suggested the hanging baskets be taken down and stored.
Calendars- the chairman laid out the importance of the calendars to the income of the group and the benefits to the church. The banners to promote them had brought forth a “Friday evening edict” from the planning dept to remove them –with no words of help or advice despite the history of such banners.  Due to the persistence of your chairman and secretary on the matter it is felt these can be replaced with an “officially worded “versions and “launch events”. We are seeking publicity in the local press about this and members wondered if the planners had received a complaint about our banners
 Website- Hugh had a bill for hosting that we shall settle. He welcomed any copy of interest for the website.
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Planning – Agreed we write to the planners that we would welcome some development at 7 Chester Road (old antique shop) if our previous concerns concerning access, pedestrian safety and off street parking were solved.
Correspondence- included an invitation to Darland’s open day.
