                     IMAGE MEETING NOTES – 13th July 2009
Apologies- received from Dot Dixon, Vera& Haydn Jones-Attendance as per list.

Minutes –of the meeting of June 2009 were circulated and accepted. 

Matters -It was noted that the quarry negotiations were taking time .Members also congratulated the craft group for their fundraising for local groups and charities -£5K this year in total £70k+ since 1988.
Issues
Cycling in Quarry- members broadly welcomed this, as long as it remained part of the MYPAG ethos and did not become commercialised
Gresford shops focus group – whilst the feeling continued that issues arising from this report could be dealt with “in-house” by the community there was little progress.

We need some plans to compare and debate and then visit or engage with the shops.
Calendar- Emlyn outlined the contents of the Gresford & Marford “now & then” 
calendar, which should be ready in time for the Trust fete. A brief discussion followed on potential future themes- a Uk/Australia theme or “Show us what your club does” 
Wrexham in Bloom/Tidy Towns – The community council has been awarded a grant “for tidying and enhancing land and grass verges adjoining the highways-around local schools, community centres and at Chester Road shops.”  Whilst this year’s efforts were generally welcomed and praised this needs to be thematically developed. Watering is one element that needs to be ensured along with the planting of trees and shrubs in suitable locations and a “conceptual theme” should underpin the scheme.
An article on the planting should be in this months Essentials magazine.

On the garden competition whilst it was noted there were only 5 entries this year judges should be approached with a view to it going ahead. Beryl outlined the process for the judgement in “the Best Kept Village “competition.
 Railtrack fence- Alan Roberts had given his apologies for the meeting but had raised a number of points-efforts to continue to get some satisfaction.
Planning- We objected to the building of a spectator stand (in retrospect) at Colliers Park as breaching conditions designed to prevent development in Green Barrier land
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Participation At Fete- Vera & Haydn had agreed to man a stall at the fete on August Bank Holiday to sell goods, including our 2010 calendar and to promote IMAGE.
Raffle tickets were available for purchase.

Any Other Business

Thanks were given to Hugh for his work for IMAGE over a number of years. He acknowledged this said he hoped to remain a member of the group but at a lower level of activity. He agreed to “look after “items for the website.
It was noted that Darland School were hoping to develop a “kitchen Garden.
