                     IMAGE MEETING NOTES – 14th September 2009
Apologies- received from Dot Dixon, John Troth, Val Shields and Simon Farr Attendance as per list.

Minutes –of the meeting of July 2009 were circulated and accepted. 

Matters 
Gresford shops focus group –there was little progress and a possible impasse as land is in private ownership. There are potential designs for improvement in the report and the way forward is to organise a meeting of interested parties. The chairman agreed to try and organise this in the near future.
Wrexham in Bloom/Tidy Towns – The community council has been awarded a grant of £4,000 “for tidying and enhancing land and grass verges adjoining the highways-around local schools, community centres and at Chester Road shops.”  There is also some spare funding from the 2009-2010 grant for possible winter and spring planting .A small group of IMAGE supporters/members comprising Marion Williams, Jen Dutton, Gill Sharp and Teresa Bailey would try and take this forward with help from others as appropriate. The funds could include our plans for a Christmas tree and the NWWT were willing to assist the community. There is a need for Co Blackmore, Geoff Pierce, Simon Farr and other interested members to get together on this issue.
Garden Competition- regret was expressed that the lack of entries (only 5) effectively ruled out a meaningful competition. The secretary agreed to write to this years entrants to express our regret and to see if there were any ideas as to how a 2010 competition could be more effective. Members present wondered if an earlier competition e.g.) Late June would be better.
Calendars- The first sales were at the fete and they were now available for sale from some members and our usual outlets of the Newsagent and Post Office. Members took posters to various sites and the chairman was ordering banners to promote them. 
 Railtrack fence- concern was expressed that the closeness of the fence to “Back Lane” was forcing some of the Welsh Water heavy traffic off the road. The landowner was seeking a meeting with Railtrack, Welsh Water and Wrexham CBC to seek a solution and we would keep a watching eye on this.
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Participation at Fete- The stall at the fete had raised £188 raised our profile-thanks go to Vera and Haydn. Issues raised in our questionnaires included litter, dog fouling, parking at the shops and the possibility of changes to bus routes.
Publicity –Hugh stated we need to use our corner in the Post Office effectively.

He was happy to maintain the website as long as he got copy.

Planning – Agreed we express concerns as to the proposed medical centre at Ashgrove. These were creating extra traffic at a substandard junction on a busy road where traffic tended to be fast moving and the potential building in the Green Barrier now or in the future. 
It was also agreed we make objections to the possible retail use of 82 Chester Road (ex Kay-Bee) by Stan’s stores. Concerns include access/egress on busy road at the site of a busy bus stop, the possible lack of parking spaces and whether the proposed use was appropriate for the site. 
Correspondence- Marion had written to say the “lake clear up was taking place on September 26th & 27th.  There was to be a social enterprise workshop in Ruabon on September 24th.
Any Other Business –
Jeannie Sherwood introduced herself as our sustainability officer (Pier’s replacement). She was willing to hold an energy saving workshop for us in the near future and this was agreed. Concerns were expressed on “all day parking”, speeding taxis and some missing lights in Gresford Park
