Minutes of the Previous Meeting: Minutes were accepted as a true record.
Matters Arising:

Groundwork Survey. Survey report still awaited by the Community Council.

Cross Tree Planting. Work undertaken as agreed. Thanks to Marion Williams, Leslie Murley, Hugh & Gill Sharp. Expenditure £21.19.
Hanging Baskets: Dead and dying baskets have been collected some with autumn colour have been left. Suggestion was made for autumn baskets but owing to lack of volunteers to plant them up this idea was not pursued.
CAT Visit: Piers Warburton working on this in conjunction with other groups – hoped to take place in the spring.
Eco-Centre visit. Members had been advised of a Community Farms and Gardens Project course taking place at the Eco-centre on Nov.19th incorporating a trip around the centre. By the time of the meeting it was fully subscribed. Secretary hopes to attend and will report back. A Group visit is still planned for the spring
Re-cycling at the Plough: Unfortunately Ms. Wheeler did not attend the meeting so the group were unable to learn of her proposals first hand. A deal of sympathy was expressed by the group for Ms. Wheeler’s problems both with people using the site as a rubbish dump rather than a re-cycling point and also with the problems of long term parking. It is understood that Ms. Wheeler may be able to consider a cardboard re-cycling point once her alterations at the pub have been completed. The suggestion of having six dedicated short term parking spaces to assist local shoppers remains on the table.
Calendars: Sales have now passed the 500 point so we are 2/3 the way there! Emlyn hopes to have another publicity campaign utilising photos of the calendars being received n far away places, including New York and Gresford, Australia. Well done Emlyn, keep it up!!
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Floral Gresford – Garden Competition: The presentation in the Mayoral Parloour was said to be an enjoyable evening by all concerned. Plans should go ahead for a repeat competition in 2009 taking on board some of the lessons learned from this years event – particularly the time required for judging! IMAGE has received a certificate of appreciation from Wrexham in Bloom which will be shown on the Website in the near future and also will be displayed in the community council notice board.
For the future, ideas suggested included:

Approaching the Wrexham in Bloom organisers for planters for next year.

Taking over vacant or derelict borders and verges – also perhaps to ask the Youth Groups to adopt and sponsor such a site.

Streetscene have agreed to donate and plant two bags of bulbs, so thanks to them. They would be asked about the possibility of IMAGE sponsoring another couple of bulbs to be planted at the same time.

Village Christmas Tree/Decorations: Streetscene have been most helpful. Shortage of time means that plans will be restricted to a Tree. Beryl Blackmore walked the village with the Streetscene officer looking for a suitable site. One potential site only has been identified. Beryl will take the matter on and hopefully be successful in making arrangements for a tree to be sited at a prominent site in the village. The secretary has identified a source for solar powered Christmas tree lights which could be used and it is hoped to involve the after school clubs in making wild-life decorations. MYPAG: Legal papers have now at long last been delivered to the solicitors so completion looks to be imminent.
Correspondence: IMAGE had been asked to express continued support to the Marford  Quarry Green Horizons project to assist with their funding application. This has been done.
Members were advised of a Bat Count course and project to be held at Erddig.
Planning: No particular representation or concerns.
A.O.B.  Members were advised that people wishing to have notices posted on the Community Notice Board should approach a Community Councillor.
Concerns were expressed regarding Public Consultation on the Groundwork Survey. This would take place much later when there were concrete proposals to be discussed.
