Minutes of the Previous Meeting: Minutes were accepted as a true record.
Matters Arising:

Groundwork Survey. The Group were informed that the Community Council, having had an initial consultation from Groundwork have commissioned a more detailed survey and proposed scheme to tidy up the main shopping area of the village. Members will be kept informed of proposals as they arise.

Cross Tree Planting. Hugh & Gill Sharp are to liaise with the W. I. via Marion Williams to undertake an autumn planting scheme. Anticipated expenditure is expected to be under £50.
Hanging Baskets: Andrew Bailey, Marian Williams and Dot Dixon are to organise the collection of the dead and dying baskets from the holders. 
Local Development Plan.

The responses to the initial consultations have now been released. Group members were pleased to note that favourable responses were received to the majority of the representations made by IMAGE.  The next stage of the Plan is now being prepared.
Biodiversity Action Plan (Borras Quarry). 

The Chairman reported briefly on the plan and the work being undertaken and proposed by TARMAC. This plan will form part of the overall LDP. It was suggested that members might like to make a Group visit to the Eco-centre at the quarry in the spring.

Wrexham Community Strategy Document.

This ties in with the Wrexham Sustainability Forum, a Public Meeting of which is to be held on October 22nd to which IMAGE have been invited to give a short presentation. Unfortunately it appears unlikely that any members are going to be in a position to take up this invitation. Secretary will attempt to provide something for Piers Warburton to present on behalf of the Group subject to pressure of work permitting.
(Unfortunately Secretary had to work away following the meeting and was unable to fulfil this request).
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Bring Site: Members were informed of the current situation – discussions are continuing and suggestions for an alternative site are being discussed.
Calendars: Emlyn Jones advised that the break even point on sales has now been achieved and all further sales will result in shared profits for the Church and IMAGE. Members are urged to keep up the pressure and ensure that we achieve a sell-out. Various international sales have been achieved and it is hoped to be able to use these as a further publicity plug in the press.
Floral Gresford – Garden Competition: Apologies were made for the delay in presentation certificates. A date has now been agreed, and the Mayor is to present the certificates in the Mayoral Chamber on November 5th.
It was decided to dedicate a future meeting entirely to plans for next year.

Gresford Sheaves: It now seems a possibility that a position on the Trust land might be agreed, subject to suitable safeguards in the matter of maintenance/liability and insurance.
Funding is now to be explored. The chairman hopes to obtain some information at the AVOW meeting and will report back at the November meeting.
MYPAG: Purchase still not complete - still awaiting the legal work to be completed. 
Village Christmas Tree/Decorations: Beryl Blackmore has made lots of enquiries and will report to the November meeting.
Correspondence: St. David’s Visitor Centre. Following a brief discussion about this and other places it was agreed that the CAT centre at Macynlleth would merit a visit. Piers Warburton later said he would try to organise a trip including other Agenda 21 Groups.
Correspondence has been received concerning the Tidy Towns initiative. It was resolved to ask Shane to address the group at a future meeting. In the meantime members are reminded to report problems to Street-scene. (Check the website for details).

Information was received about Consumer Focus – an organisation pledged to assist people with problems on consumer matters – check our website for details.

The chairman agreed to attend the AVOW event to look at funding initiatives.
