IMAGE MEETING – Sept 8th 2008   - Notes on discussions.

PRESENT:  Beryl Blackmore, Jennifer Dutton, Dot Dixon, Marian Williams, Robin Thomas, Robert Willis, Mair Evans, Piers Warburton, Emlyn Jones, Andrew Bailey and Val Shields.

APOLOGIES:  Vera and Hayden Jones, Lloyd Roberts, Hugh Sharp.

PIERS WARBURTON described his role.  There is to be a Meeting at NEWI of the Sustainability Forum on 22nd October  Someone from Image is asked to give a short presentation ( 5 – 10 mins).  Display boards are available.  Discuss at next meeting.

CALENDARS:  Emlyn Jones gave a breakdown of the figures for the 2009 Calendar.  For maximum gain, Image members must help sell 889 calendars, church members the same.  They are on sale now and in the newsagents and the Post Office, price £6.  Members present were given an allocation to sell
Subjects for 2010 were discussed.  Maybe pictures of the winning gardens in the Garden Competition?

GARDEN COMPETITION:  The Mayor had been ill and Certificates had yet to be presented, also Garden Vouchers from Image.

GRESFORD SHEAVES: Andrew reported that there had not been much movement on this.

MYPAG:  The contract has been signed.  All details should be sorted by the end of October.

GROUNDWORK SURVEY:  John Troth has approached the Community Council.  Suggestions are required asap about improvements to the business part of the village, especially the main road.  Parking concerns were raised again.

PLANTING at CROSS TREE:  the Gas board has now completed its investigations.  The remaining plants are holding their own but concern was expressed about the condition of the latest tree on the site.  It had cost £500.
CHRISTMAS DECORATIONS:  There was considerable discussion on this.  Beryl Blackmore has contacts and suggestions were requested

CORRESPONDENCE:  Nothing to hand.

PLANNING:  Area behind Nail Bar and Chinese has been cleared and improvement is in hand.

SKI SLOPE :  there has been at least one objection to the proposed increase in height .

BRYN – Y – GROES:  the amended plans have been passed.  The houses will be built in five sectors.

KAY BEE DOORS:  are moving.  Concern was expressed about the erstwhile plan for a  3 storey block of  flats on the site which was felt to be quite out of keeping in the centre of the village.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Emlyn reported that the hand-over from Peter Thomas was now almost complete.  Thanks were expressed to Peter for his efforts over some years.

AOB:  the hanging baskets will be collected from their positions in the village.  Disappointment was expressed that so few had been well cared for.  The larger planters had done well and though expensive had been maintained by WCBC.  The possibility of having winter plantings was discussed.

If we are to have hanging baskets in 2009, Teresa Bailey has contacts with the centre at Erlas which caters for those with learning difficulties who do much gardening.  They might be able to do the planting in 2009.

There being no further business the meeting closed at 9.05 pm.
