                               MEETING NOTES – 9 June 2008

Minutes –of meeting following AGM on 18 May were circulated and accepted.

Matters Arising
           Calendar- In Emlyn Jones’s absence no update but a member present suggested that Bank Holidays could be marked on future calendars.

         Wrexham in Bloom- The planting at the Cross had been undertaken by IMAGE members and pictures were on our website. The planters were in place at the Cross and by the Post Office and both were having a keen eye kept on them by members.
Image and Wrexham in Bloom are grateful to Community Council, All Saints Craft Group, Wynnstay Flower Arrangers (now disbanded) and Women’s institute, who along with ourselves are helping this effort. A number volunteered to assist the All Saint’s School Garden Club on 17th June making up the hanging baskets for the shops and businesses in the village who had requested them. The “bowser” requested for the village, on arrival, was a large vat which when full would not be mobile. It has been gratefully accepted by the School for their gardening club. 

        Gardening Competition- Notices had been sent round to virtually all of Gresford, Marford & Hoseley and an entry form would be in the July essentiallyours magazine. It was thought that, depending on the number of entries there may be two or three prizes of Gardening vouchers and Certificates should be done for all entrants. The Mayor and Andrea from Wrexham in Bloom had agreed to be judges.

         Gresford Sheaves-An IMAGE article has been in Essentiallyours and a working party from the Community Council had looked at four potential sites. These were outlined to those present and merits and otherwise were debated. Things were still at the early stages and much work is needed on siting, renovation, consultation and ensuring that a symbol of our heritage was suitably displayed and accessible both now and in the future. Reference was made to an essentials   article, but not all present had yet received their copies. The Chairman promised to read this, once received and make a suitable response.
         MYPAG- We were informed the legal work was probably 80% complete and it was hoped it could be finalised by early July. Following that it is envisaged that MYPAG would organise events to spread the word  
Community Event- Members were supportive, in principle, to attending the community event for groups involved with sustainability for at least one of the days at the end of August. Ideas on our “merchandise, a possible “lucky dip” or IMAGE balloons were suggested. Agreed we put on July agenda.
Planning- Redrawn plans for Clapper Lane Gardens had been resubmitted. It was felt that these remained essentially a “two storey” dwelling and not therefore in keeping with the neighbouring properties. Concern was also expressed about the closeness of the septic tank to the highway. The Chairman agreed to make comments in that vein on behalf of IMAGE.

Any Other Business

Agreed to contact Peter Thomas to thank him for his work as Treasurer. The markings on Gresford roundabout were seen as confusing and in need of re-marking.

One member expressed concern on the number of “vapour trails” appearing from long haul planes- he had counted 13 separate ones in a two hour period one morning.

He felt this was from the “stale air” from the cabins and wondered if it could be potentially harmful and whether it could be more safely discharged over the ocean.

Some enquiries would be made on this.
