Calendar- Emlyn was developing the Gresford & Marford “now & then” and sought any archive photos, especially of “Old Marford hill”. A number of local historians were mentioned and Marion Williams agreed to contact Joy Thomas in Wrexham heritage dept about Tom Evans archive.
Wrexham in Bloom/Tidy Towns-- the tubs had been planted up the previous Friday by members and friends of Image at sites on School Hill, Pant Lane, Burton Rise and Chester Road.
