                     IMAGE MEETING NOTES – 11 May 2009 (ordinary meeting)
Apologies- Hugh Sharp, Jen Dutton, Simon Ward & Marion Williams-Attendance as per list.

Minutes –of meeting following April 2009 were circulated and accepted.

Cycling in Quarry- the chairman introduced Matt and Joshua who talked about their experiences as bikers in the MYPAG quarry, having already put their case electronically. They would wish to work with the new MYPAG owners, once resolved, to keep down such as litter and to ensure biking did not interfere with others enjoyment of the quarry. They responded to views and questions from those present.

The chair of the MYPAG group outlined the potential working relationships in respect of the quarry and he trusted that a good relationship could be established with bikers both now and for the future. 
Matters arising from minutes
Gresford shops focus group –Christine Bowyer (Groundwork) presented a proposal to establish a shops focus group –one of the recommendations in their recent study.

This included possible membership; implementation and fees .This would be taken to community council and be wider circulated. 

Calendar- the Wales/Australia photos to wait till 2011 but Emlyn felt a Gresford & Marford “now & then” with recent and older photos could be developed for 2010.
Wrexham in Bloom/Tidy Towns-- The plant for the tubs from Northop college were not forthcoming and a group of members would follow other routes. he tubs were ordered and being kept for us by Okells, who had given us a good offer on compost. Talks with Wrexham CBC continued on a watering contract. Marion had established who desired a hanging basket and it is hoped to plant these out soon and get them in place along with the tubs.
Gresford Sheaves- The Chairman said he would follow up his contact with the planning dept as to their view on various sites.
Christmas 2009- the meeting established that there was a possibility of working with NWWT in respect of a tree for the festive season.
Railtrack fence- no response as yet from Mr Ensor at Railtrack.

Green Horizons- Simon Farr from NWWT described their bid for funding to improve access, especially for those with disabilities. The overall cost was £24,000 and all but £800 was in place. IMAGE members contacted electronically had indicated support and Andrew indicated that the community council had looked favourably on their bid.
Correspondence –correspondence received on a planning issue and a member had written to say she may not attend meetings in future following a difference of views on this issue and Andrew agreed he would contact her to seek a resolution. Hugh had received a positive note on the CSV grant for planting at the Cross Trees.
Planning- Main issue was the proposal at the ex Kaybee site where it was proposed (partly in retrospect) to have a van sales and a car wash in addition to the store activity. Agreed we express our concern as to the activity being out of place with the surroundings, the lack of parking spaces and the fact that access and egress would be on the busy Chester Road either side of a bus stop.
